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Kevork Pamukcivan
Obituarv

Kevork Pamukciyan, a promi-
nent Armenian philologist and
historian, and author of numerous
Armenological books and articles,
died in Istanbul on 23 September
1996, at the age of 73.

The Armenian Patriarchate of
Istanbul arranged for a national
funeral service (azgayin yular-
kaworut'iwn) which took place in
the Surb Astvacacin Patriarchal
Church in Kumkapl on Thursday,
26 September, after which he was
laid to rest in the Armenian Natio-
nal Cemetary of Shishli.

A large crowd of hundreds of
community members, Armenian
high school and university stu-
dents, intellectuals and Turkish
academicians attended the funeral
service.

His Beatitude Karekin II of Con-
stantinople followed the services
from his patriarchal throne, while
the Chairman of the Patriarchal
Religious Counci l ,  His Grace
Archbishop Mesrob Mutafyan
presided over the funeral services.

Before the eulogy, Archbishop
Mutafyan read the message of
condolences that His Holiness
Catholicos Karekin I of Atl Arme-
nians had sent to the Istanbul
Patriarchate.

Kevork Pamukciyan was born in
Uskudar, on the Asian bank of the
Bosphorus strait in Istanbul, on 23
February 1923, of Caesarean
(Kayseri) descent. He is the grand-
child of the famous Armenian
martyr Haji Mardiros Lusararian.

Pamukciyan studied at the
Nersessian-Yermonian Parish
School in Uskudar. He continued
his education at St Joseph French
College.

A well informed Bible reader
and sharakan expert, he served as
a cantor (dpir) of the St Gregory
the Illuminator Armenian Church
of Kuzgun while in primary
school.

He began to publish his articles
in the Nor Lur Armenian daily on
2 July L943 and thereafter signed
uncountable articles in the Istan-
bul Armenian press. After L949,
his articles were occasionally pub-
lished by the Diaspora Armenian
papers as well.

Starting in 1950, he began to
contribute to the Istanbul Encyclo-
paedia. It was after 1956 that he
began to write in the Turkish
language as well. He has contri-
buted to and edited more than
thirty volumes on history.

In 1953 he was one of the
founding members of the Cultural
Research Association and in 1961
he became a member of the
Literary Commission formed on
the 500th anniversary of the
Armenian Patriarchate in Istanbul.

Pamukciyan served as a staff
member in the Patriarchate be-
tween 1967 and 1982. Until 1975,
he was also the Chancellor. Later
on he served as the Librarian and
Chief Secretary. Between 1968
and 1978, and since L993 until his
death, he served in the editorial
board of the Solakaf'Journal of
the Armenian Patriarchate.

He becarne a nrcnrbcr of thc
Istanbul  Technical  Universi ty In-
st i tute of  Archi tccturc in 1976,
and the Associatiotr l l ttcrnaticlnalc
des Etudes Arménicnllcs in l9tt3.

He is the author ol 'twtl books:
Yakob Nalean Ptttriarclt, itncl Yov-
hannes Kol o tP a t r i a r clt
He has annotatcd ancl cditcd Erc-

mia C'elebi  K' iwmiwrëcan's/)af-
ntut'iwn hrakizm itn Kosfitnc/lt tt-

polso.
Pamukciyan has co-cdi tcd thc
booklets in the5olaka t' scrics clcdi-
cated to Yakob Nalcan, Yovhan-
nës Kolot ,  Zaxar ia Kalzvanc' i ,
Nersës Varjapetc;rn ancl Yttvhan-
nês Teroyenc Patvcli C'armurècan.

The Patr iarchal  Sec, in 1993,
proposed to celcbratc thc 70th
bir th anniversary and also the
5Oth Li terary annivcrsary of

Kevork Pamukciyan. He refused,
opposed to such celebrations.
A further proposal was made to
collect his numerous articles in 5
volumes. He said the time dedi-
cated for such an undertaking
could be used to unearth new his-
torical data. In 1993, he was
diagnozed with cancer of the in-
testines, but refused all medical
interventions.

On 6 Sept 1996, the AIEA Gene-
ral Meeting in Louvain-la-Neuve,
Belgium, moved to send the schol-
ar a message of cordial greetings
and best wishes for recovery.

Kevork Pamukciyan died in
Istanbul on 23 September 1996.

Ara Kochunian
Obituarv

The 83 year old cdi tor- in-chiel  of
the Arr l lenian languagc Istanbul
dai ly Zamanak, Ara Kochuniau,
died in the Surb P'rkiè' Antrenian
Hospital on Tuesday, 4th Decem-
ber.  Son of  Sarkis Kochunian,
who founded Zanranak in t908,
Ara Kochunian edited in the past
the Ahal i  and ArÉav Armenian
weeklies as well. A staunch sup-
porter of Etchmiadzin and a popu-
lar f igure in community admini-
stration, Ara Kochunian l iked to
cal l  Zamanak a "people 's ga-

zette." He is survived by his wife
Mrs Li ly Kochunian, also a wr i -
ter, his son Sarkis Kochunian and
his grandson Ara Kochunian I I ,
the fresent editor of Zamanak.

A special memorial service was
held today at 11:00 hours at the
headquarters of the Journal ists'
Association of Turkey in Ca$al-
o$lu-Istanbul, where the President
of the Associat ion, Mr. Nail
Gureli, delivered a moving speech
in memory of the Armenian edi-
tor. The Chancellor of the Arme-
nian Patriarchate, the Revd Dr.
Krikor Damadyan was present.

The President of the Armenian
Academy of Sciences, Mr Fadey
Sarkissian, sent a message of con-
dolences to His Beatitude Patri-
arch Karekin I I  of  Istanbul ,
expressing the sympathy of the
intellectuals of Armenia on the
demise of Ara Kochunian.

Library Seeks Applications For New Mellon Foreign Area
Fellowship Research Awards

The Andrew W. Mellon Founda-
tion has awarded the Library of
Congress $330,000 to enable it to
seek applications for the Mellon
Foreign Area fellowship research
awards, aimed at U.S. ci t izens
with Ph.D degrees who are
interested in pursuing research in
the Library's unrivaled foreign-
language and area studies col-
lections. The Mellon Foundation
grant finances three years of
competition for the fellowships.
In addition to the requirements of

U.S. citizenship and possession of
a doctoral degree, the awards are
for scholars who are proposing or
working on a second major
research project with a focus on
foreign-language materiais. f'he

fellowships will last from five to
eleven months and can begin no
sooner than Aug. 1, 1997. Sti-
pends of $3,000 per month, up to
a maximum of $33,000 for eleven
months, will be awarded and may
be used to extend the research
period supported by other funds.
"These fellowships for younger

scholars will play a major role in
sustaining our understanding of
other cultures at a critical time,"
said Director of Scholarly Pro-
grams Professor Gifford. "They
also make possible the arival of
fellows when we can provide new
scholarly facilities in the Jefferson
Building." The Office of Scholar-
ly Programs will administer the
program and ensure that fellows



have opportunities to meet other
scholars with experience in the
relevant language areas and disci-
plines.
The Library of Congress is al-

ready committed to working with
foreign scholars pursuing research
in the collections through its Con-
gressional Research Service and
Law Library as well as through
support from the Soros, Korea
and Thatcher foundations.
Selection for the fellowships will

be made by u five-member com-
mittee including at least three
outside members appointed by the
Librarian of Congress and chaired
by the Director of Scholarly pro-
grams. Mellon Foreign Area
Fellows will be brought together
once every month to discuss work
in progress, research strategies
and findings.

The format of the texts in the
Leiden Armenian Database mir-
rors the printed versions; thus,
pages, lines, and words are broken
off as in the original. There are
always indications regarding page,
line, chapter, verse etc.; such ref-
erences are placed between point-
ed brackets: <P l>, <L 5> etc.
This procedure enables elemen-
tary concordancing. Information
which surpasses these basic indica-
tions (e.g. references to a critical
apparatus or to explanatory notes)
is not regularly reproduced. As
yet, a critical apparatus has never
been inputted.
The texts are stored on a DOS-
machine in a transcription, called
Leiden duo-code using ASCII 32 -
126. This admittedly clumsy en-
coding enables to read and search
the texts immediately on any plat-
form. In the future, the Leiden
Armenian Database texts will con-
form to the T(exr) E(ncoding)
I(nitiative) standard. The trans-
scription is as follows:

The Leiden Armenian Database is
able and willing to give out a text
in any encoding (on both DOS and
MAC), if you procure a complete

concordancing software knows
how to handle these).
The Leiden Armenian Database
started on the initiative of Prof.dr.
M.E. Stone (Jerusalem) as a joint
Jerusalem Leiden project. A com-
plete set of the texts is stored in
Jerusalem and copies of new addi-
tions will be deposited there in
future, too. Many of these have
been transferred to the MAC plat-
form in a format slightly diver-
ging from the Leiden texts.
